· Gives us the special strength of 
the Holy Spirit to spread and 
defend the faith
· Confers an indelible mark on 
the soul of the confirmed

Symbolic Value of Anointing with Oil
· Oil is a sign of abundance and joy
· Oil used to be used by athletes to limber muscles in preparation for a contest
· Oil has been used to heal wounds
· The scent of the sacred chrism reminds us that our lives should give off the “aroma of Christ”
· Anointing (sometimes called chrismation) deepens your designation as a Christian, literally an “anointed one”
